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AREA AND LOCATION 

 
Saint Lucia, the second largest of the Windward Islands, is located between 13o 43’ and 
14o 07’ North and 60o 05’ West. 
 
It lies 24 miles South of Martinique and 21 miles North of Saint Vincent. It is 27 miles long 
and 14 miles wide at its longest and widest points, respectively, with an area of 238 
square miles. 
 
The Island is of volcanic origin as evidenced by its mountainous terrain, with the highest 
peak being Mount Gimie (3,145 feet). Most spectacular are the Pitons, two conical-
shaped forest clad mountains rising sheer out of the sea; Petit Piton (2,619 feet) and Gros 
Piton (2,461 feet). There are numerous fertile valleys made up mostly of alluvial soils, 
most notable are the Roseau and Cul-de-Sac Valleys, and to lesser extent the Mabouya 
Valley.

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The Consumer Price Index 
 
The Consumer Price Index (CPI) measures changes in the general level of prices 
of consumer goods and services purchased by private households. It is the best 
economic instrument to use when determining the effect of changes in retail prices on the 
average household budget. The index numbers are also used to compare movements of 
prices in geographical regions. 
 
The Producer Price Index 
 
The Producer Price Index (PPI) measures the average change over time in the selling 
prices of services by the producers. The prices included in the PPI are from the first 
commercial transaction for many products and some services. They exclude any taxes 
that the purchaser may have to pay. They are often seen as advanced indicators of price 
changes throughout the economy. Saint Lucia conducted its first Producer Price Index in 
2017. 
 
The PPI and CPI measure price change over time for a fixed set of goods and services. 
However, they differ in two critical areas: 
 
1.    The composition of the set of goods and services 
 
The goods and services included in the PPI are the marketed output of domestic 
producers. The items included in the CPI are goods and services purchased for 
consumption purposes by households including inputs. 
 
2.    The types of prices collected 
 
The price collected for an item included in the PPI is the price that the producer charges 
for goods and services. The price collected for an item in the CPI is the retail price that 
the consumer pays, (including taxes, transportation costs, etc.)
